Born in an ordinary family life, Tulsi’s own life was full of physical and
mental sufferings. Tulsi wrote a text like Ramcharitmanas, when the country was ruled by Mughals. Not only
there was a clash of religious ideologies, social harmony was also on a decline. It is said that the literature is a
mirror of society. Submitted dissertation is an attempt to understand that society. To know the Indian and
Western concepts of values and to understand the value consciousness present in the Indian society of that
time by studying this text. There are values that can be termed Universal because they do not depend on
person or time. Understanding that the universal values in social science are not cent-percent perpetual like the
laws of natural science, however, these are the values that most people in any given population at any given
time are considered true and are adopted by them. Efforts have been made to find such references in
Ramcharitmanas where such universal values have been set and followed. At the same time, in view of the
problems of the present life an attempt has been made to understand the usefulness of these universal values.
